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offering students the possibility to become pro-active critical thinkers, constructing their own cognitive
structures for the analysis and interpretation of information, so as to intervene more effectively in reality.

These forms of teaching are dressed in increasingly greater success in a determined target-audience and in
specific corporate sectors, given the convergence of needs between the company and new technological means
that allows students to be gifted with knowledge, giving them the possibility of an education directed towards
quality and the demands of systems and contents, where the management of time is at the student’s criteria.

Diverse forms of interaction plausible of being established in an online course can only be built with the
participation of a teacher as a subject critical of the entire process and as an agent of motivation and mediating
collective construction. The fact that the development of educational practices takes place from a distance
doesn’t imply diminishing responsibility or tasks for the teacher; on the contrary, the task is extensive and quite
arduous for all those involved.

Teachers and students of long distance courses must mediate efficient and concrete relations, establish ties of
proximity and trust, construct relations of trust, and stimulate each other’s autonomy, authorship and creativity.

Thus, if one reflects on the importance of the relation between students in this context, we obtain the constant
perfecting of the pedagogical practice, pointing out that the non-usage of technological possibilities that
facilitate learning, or simply as another space to transmit information, means to despise an important potential of
resources available to be experimented upon and evaluated.

Evolution implies the need for change and only organizations that adapt to the means can respond effectively
to the challenges of the future.
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
